Beckenbach Book Prize Award

The Beckenbach Prize, established in 1986 as the successor to the MAA Book Prize from
1982, is named in honor of the late Edwin Beckenbach, a prominent figure in the Association's
publications program and a renowned mathematics professor at UCLA. This $2,500 award
recognizes authors of exceptional and innovative books published by the MAA and aims to
promote the creation of such works. The prize is not awarded on a fixed schedule, and books
must have been published within five years of the award to be eligible for consideration.
